The NumbeB Shot is over the shoulder. If a goalidoent over too much covering
the bottom of the net this will give the shooter a good shoulder shot.
The Numbe® Shot for a right handed shooter is a behind the back shot. It is

usually done when a shooter is on the wrong side of the floor.
